Hours: 
SHRC is open from Memorial Day weekend to Labor Day, Monday-Thursday: 10am-9pm, 
Friday & Saturday: 10am-10pm, and Sunday: 12 noon-8pm. (After school starts in August: 
Monday-Thursday: 10am-8pm, Friday & Saturday: 10am-9pm, and Sunday: 12 noon-8pm.)  
 
Staff and Administration: 
SHRC employs a pool manager, 2 assistant managers, 10-15 lifeguards, and 10-15 concession/ 
gate keepers. SHRC has an elected 7 member Board of Directors, each serving a 3-year term. 
An annual membership meeting is held on the 1st Tuesday of March. 
 
Guest Policy: 
Members may bring guests to the pool. Guests who live in Wake County pay $3 per visit and 
are limited to 6 visits per month. The fee drops to $1 after 6pm on weekdays. Guests who live 
outside of Wake County are not required to pay a fee and may visit the pool an unlimited 
number of times, as long as they attend with a member. 
 
Membership: 
Membership applies only to the people residing in your household. Not included are family 
members (parents, adult children, adult siblings, grandchildren) living in a separate household 
within Wake County. They may visit the pool with you as your guest or you may add non-
member children to your membership for $50 each if you are baby-sitting them.
